How many hours do I need? 

 Sophomores need a total of  

20 hours of service. 

 Your work may be done 

through more than one 

project. 

 Hours do not “roll over” into 

the next year’s hours. 

 You may not be paid for the 

service you do. 

Sophomores have options!!!! 

 

To help sophomores build a better service record, sophomores have some 

flexibility in what counts for your service requirement.  

 

1. Each sophomore must complete a minimum of 20 hours total during 

his/her sophomore year.  

2. At least 10 of these hours must come from projects where the focus is 

Marquette Catholic High School projects. A list of possible projects is 

on the back of this page. 

3. OPTIONS: Sophomores have a choice on how they complete their 

remaining 10 hours. 

  +Finish the 10 hours through MCHS projects. 

  +Finish the 10 hours with non-profit agencies outside of MCHS 

 that help the poor, elderly, children, or other community-related 

 service project. Helping out at home, babysitting, working at your 

 parent’s office (unless it is a non-profit) or cutting the neighbor’s 

 grass doesn’t count.
